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A huge amount of progress has recently been made in 
the campaign to save “Save the Henry Jenkins’ of Kirkby 
Malzeard from demolition with the site used for houses.  
 

The property was a public house which served the village 
for around 200 years until closing its doors in 2014. A 
local community group has resolved to try and buy it and 
re-open it as a family orientated village pub, which is 
called the Henry Jenkins Community Pub Ltd by selling 
community shares for £250.  
 A successful progress meeting for the 
membership was held in the Mechanics Institute on 26th 
February when everything was discussed, Paul 
Ainsworth from CAMRA was very supportive and hoped 
that The Henry Jenkins would soon join the 153 
community pubs that had been set up, with no failures to 
date.  
 Ross Higham of Church Fenton Parish Council 
described how the close co-operation of residents, the 
local community group and the parish council had 
resulted in the resurrection of their White Horse Pub and 
a regeneration of their entire community. Church Fenton 
is very similar to Kirkby with two pubs, village hall, a 
shop and takeaway so we may learn lessons from them 

about how things could be done here. 
We know that we have residents who really want to see a 
rejuvenated Henry Jenkins but are unable or unwilling to 
buy shares. We want them to feel involved too, so an 
Associate Membership is planned. Associate members 
will receive all up-dates and literature, can attend 
meetings if invited but are not allowed to vote. This will 
be launched very soon – if you are not a member already, 
please join us.  
 The owners of the HJ appealed against the 
refusal of their planning application and a hearing will be 
held in Harrogate on 26th March. The deadline for public 
submissions has now passed and the HJCP have placed 
their full case for rejection of this appeal with the 
Planning Inspector.

Vanilla creme brûlée with shortbread 

Something delicate this month, ideal to bake for a treat after Sunday 
lunch or a spring afternoon tea. The shortbread recipe is very tasty 
but simple and ideal to make with children - under close supervision of course. The shortbread recipe 
makes 24  and the brulee makes 12 small ramekin’s worth. These are quite large amounts, so scale 
down if its too much for your needs - although we think the shortbread will all get eaten quickly!  

Soften the butter, then mix in the 
other ingredients until a firm paste is 
formed.  
 

Either cut into circles with a biscuit 
cutter or form into a sausages shape 
and cut off discs, and arrange on a 
baking sheet or tray. Bake for approx. 
15 minutes on 160 degrees.  
 

Put the egg yolks into a jug, mix in 
sugar. Warm the cream until it’s 
almost at boiling point, then remove 
from the heat and add the vanilla 
essence and the egg yolk mixture.  
 

Return to the heat and simmer until it 
has slightly thickened. Pour into 
ramekins and chill in the fridge. Serve 
with some shortbread plus a coulis, 
berries or a compote such as rhubarb.

250g butter 
250g caster sugar 
1 tablespoon vanilla essence 
250g plain flour 
 
For the brulee: 
500ml double cream 
1 vanilla pod 
12 egg yolks 
5 tablespoons caster sugar

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Events are certainly moving quickly 
with respect to the COVID19 virus  … 
so much so that whatever I write now 
the situation will have changed 
dramatically by the time you read it. 
 
However it is reasonable to expect that a 
significant number of us will be subjected to a 
period of self-isolation. Unless we are unwell 
there is an opportunity to spend this time 
productively rather than sinking into a routine of 
watching endless day time television. 
 
Let’s get the worst case scenario out of the way 
first and talk about wills. If you have made a will 
review it and see if you need to change it. You 
may have had grandchildren come along and 
wish to include them. Skipping a generation is 
useful for reducing tax liabilities etc.  
 
However if you haven’t made a will, consider 
making one now. If you die without a will then 
the state applies the intestacy rules and whilst 
these are designed to provide for your 
dependants, they are set out very precisely and 
cannot be varied. 
 
Having got that out of the way, why not spend 
some time planning some activities you need to 
do that lend themselves to being confined to 
your home? Bear in mind this can of course 
include other people by using various means of 
communication such as the phone, emails, 
Facetime, Skype etc. A good approach is to make 
a list, prioritise them and allocate a time slot to 
carry them out. Here are some suggestions to 
start you off... 
 

 Make a cash flow forecast to ensure you have 
what you need to survive. If you have 
problems, seek help as soon as you can. 

 Plan how you will receive essential supplies 
such as food, medicine 
etc. 

 Assemble everything 
you will need to 
prepare next year’s tax 
return. 

 Review your insurance 
policies and if 
necessary get quotes 
and make changes. 

 Go through old papers 
and either destroy or 
place on one side to be 
destroyed later any 

that you do not need to keep and no longer 
want. Be aware of those records you need to 
keep for at least 6 years; place documents 
such as birth certificates - that you need to 
keep for ever - in a secure place filed so they 
can be readily located. 

 Spend some time studying, be it work related 
or to do with your personal life. 

 Make plans for activities you will be carrying 
out once you are released from self-
confinement; again this could be work or home 
related. 

 Keep in touch by regular communications. Plan 
what you need to do in these communication 
periods in advance. 

 If you are in business use some time to create 
or update a business plan, especially looking 
for threats and opportunities that will arise 
once things return to normal. 

 Research items you will be acquiring soon such 
as new cars, holidays, TVs etc. 

 
Finally ... try and 
find some 
positives. For 
example: you 
will avoid the 
early morning 
traffic, you don’t 
have  to do the 
school run and 
you have a really 
good excuse not 
to go to the 
gym.

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Sorting out finances on divorce can be  
very frustrating. Newtons Solicitors  
explain why ... 
 

The law on sorting out divorce finances is flexible, not 
formulaic. If you have children, the level of child 
maintenance that should be paid is based on a 
formula. You simply need to go on a government 
website, enter relevant details and a calculation will be 
made for how much is due. There is nothing like that 
for divorcing couples dividing their assets. 
 Instead of applying a mathematical formula, a 
judge must ask: ‘What is fair considering all the 
circumstances of this case?’ This gives the court a 
very wide discretion. 
 Case law provides guidance and principles to 
be applied, but the law is deliberately flexible. 
Everyone’s circumstances are different, so what is fair 
in one case may not be fair in another. If a rigid 
formula were applied regardless of the particular 
circumstances of the case then there is the risk of real 
injustice. 
 Nevertheless, there is a balancing act between 
giving judges the freedom to make orders that they 
consider fair in whatever case they have before them, 
with the benefits of predictable outcomes. If the law 
were more predictable then there would be less room 
for arguments and more cases would settle out of 
court, minimising stress and legal costs for everyone. 
 The Courts Service is currently rolling out a 
national system of specialist Financial Remedies 
Courts, so that rather than divorce finances being 
dealt with by judges who deal with a wide range of 
other areas of the law, cases are dealt with by 
specialist judges, located in centres around the 
country.  
 These judges are better trained, communicate 
better between themselves and are able to build more 
experience in this particular area of law. This should 
result in greater consistency between judges. 
 It’s also been promised that these specialist 

judges will report more judgments in ‘small and 
medium cases’. At present, most published judgments 
involve extremely wealthy individuals living lifestyles 
that most can only dream of.  
 As a consequence, they often offer little 
guidance to separating couples on what a judge would 
order in more ordinary cases. It’s hoped that by 
reporting more run-of-the-mill cases will ‘result in 
increased predictability of outcome, which in turn 
should lead to a higher rate of settlement’. 
 Most people thinking about divorce don’t 
know where to start, financially or otherwise.
